Future-proofing your data file involves designing for scalability and adaptability. As your Litbuy purchasing volume grows, your litbuy spreadsheet must accommodate increasing data volumes without performance degradation. Use structured table references and named ranges that automatically expand as new data is added. Plan for additional columns that may become necessary as your business evolves, such as new fee types, additional shipping methods, or expanded product categorization. A forward-thinking approach to litbuy spreadsheet design saves considerable rework as your needs change over time.
